FundinG


Special Olympics Michigan is a non-profit organization supported almost entirely by private funding and without the support of state funds. Generosity of organizations, individuals, and businesses enable the program to continue, which was a $6.5 million effort in 2012. Area 8 has an annual budget of $274,000.00 that funds year-round programs for the athletes.


Geographical ArEA


Special Olympic programs are offered in all 83 counties in Michigan. Area 8 encompasses all of Ingham and Eaton Counties. Area 8 currently has an average of 3,040 athletes involved in the program.


Volunteers


More than 20,000 volunteers contribute their time, energy and expertise to make the Special Olympics program a reality in Michigan. Area 8 relies on the dedicated support of more than 1,000 volunteers who offer their time and talents in a number of ways, including coaching, chaperoning athletes at events, assisting with fund raising, and helping run local events and games.
